Background of beneficiaries (325+ students):

Children living in the under-privileged areas of Powai, like any other, come from extremely
appalling socio- economic situations. Their parents mostly work as construction workers, house-
maids, auto- rickshaw drivers, labourers or road-side vendors. Some are supported by single
mothers deserted by their fathers, some have relocated from villages in search for a better life,

some

are suffering because of their parents’ addictions and it is not uncommon to have family

returning from jail after serving sentence for criminal conviction. What all of them havein
common is that they have minimal resources and an uncertain future.

e Improved academic performance
e Ability to work with computers
e Reduce drop-out rates

e Better social skills

e Positive value system

¢ Enabling children to become responsible citizens of the country

Monitoring and evaluation:

Attendance of students is recorded and monitored on a daily basis. Monthly tests are conducted
across all classes to evaluate progress of each student. In case of any unexpected outcomes,
teachers raise concerns with our Trustees, Mr. Upal Chatterji, Mrs. Anita Menon, Mrs. Sarita
Rustagi and Mrs. Madhavi Rao who ensure that the root cause is identified and solved. Many
students have benefitted from LCCWA’s program and have established themselves in their
successful careers.
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Highlights of activities:
In addition to the usual academic work, we would like to provide you with an update of extra-
curricular activities that took place during the year. From Foundation Day celebrations at the

beginning of the year, Summer camp in the middle and Festival celebrations towards the end,this
year was as exciting and busy as ever for LCCWA.

Foundation day celebration

LCCWA foundation day gives our students and staff members the opportunity to showcase their
non-academic talent to their peers. We believe that extra-curricular activities are an essential part
of'a child’s development. This is more relevant today than ever, especially in a city like Mumbai,
where there are increasing opportunities for making a career in non- traditional fields.
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Summer Camp

After the end of annual examinations, most students and teachers were on vacation for a month
or more. However, there is never a dull month at LCCWA. During the summers, we organized a
summer camp with various extra-curricular activities for our talented students such as painting,
dancing, yoga, story-telling, self-defence, tree plantation, puppet making, art and craft, enhancing
our communication skills (spoken English) etc.

Events And Festivals:

At LCCWA, we celebrate a variety of events and festivals with enthusiasm, including
Independence Day, Teachers' Day, Diwali, and Christmas.

Our
curriculum covers a range of essential software applications including MS Office (Basic &
Advanced), Tally Accounting software, and Python programming.

Soon we plan to introduce other advanced topics to equip our students with cutting-edge skills for
tomorrow's workforce. Upon successful completion of our courses, students receive a prestigious
National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC) Certificate, recognized nationwide for their
proficiency in digital skills. We are proud to collaborate with esteemed partners such as Vatsalya
Foundation Trust and Spoken Tutorials (of IIT Bombay) to further enrich our curriculum and
ensure the highest standards of education and training.

Academics

At LCCWA, we prioritize academics while also promoting holistic development. Alongside a strong
focus on academics, we provide opportunities for computer literacy and hands-on learning through
engaging science experiments. Our Saturday Club, featuring Toy Bank activities, encourages
creativity and social interaction. We believe in the transformative power of play, which not only
enhances children’s mental well-being but also nurtures their socio-emotional growth.

Science Experiments: Conducting science experiments enhances hands-on learning, deepens
conceptual understanding, and inspires a passion for exploration, innovation, and lifelong learning
in science. At LCCWA, principles of science experimentation are demonstrated daily.

In March, we acquired and set up new instruments in our science lab. These include a microscope
equipped with a camera to project biology slides onto a computer or TV, a laws of moments
apparatus, a physical balance, instruments to study magnetic lines of force, a manual centrifuge
machine, and several other newly acquired devices.
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Upgraded Classrooms: In October 2023, we upgraded our classrooms to provide a better learning
environment. The new, more spacious classrooms are equipped with Tablet-chairs and air
conditioning. Some of the classrooms have TV sets to stream online educational content, making
complex concepts easier to understand.

Toy bank game activities: Approach to play promotes at-risk children’s mental well-being and
socio-emotional development to ensure a better perspective.

Shakti is an initiative for women empowerment championed by Ms. Sarita Rustogi, to help women
become self- sufficient and financially independent through their creativity expressed in making,
Diyas Bags, bookmarks, Key chains etc.

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Pragnya Ayyagari, for her project " #From The Ground Up" where we upcycled leftover fabrics and
used denims to create trendy functional products that are both stylish and eco-friendly. We had an
exhibition in May first week where we successfully sold these upcycled products.
